FOR ATTENDANCE IN 7" GRADE:
e 1 dose of tetanus, diphtheria, acellular pertussis (Tdap)

¢ 1 dose of meningococcal conjugate vaccine (MCYV)

FOR ATTENDANCE IN 12* GRADE:

e 27 dose of meningococcal conjugate vaccine (MCV) at age 16 or older.

ON THE FIRST DAY OF SCHOOL, a child must have had a least one dose of
the above vaccinations or risk exclusion. If additional doses are still needed, the
dose(s) must be received within the FIRST FIVE (5) DAYS OF SCHOOL, if

medically appropriate, or risk exclusion.

These requirements allow for medical reasons and religious/philosophical beliefs. If your child is
exempt from immunizations, he/she may be removed from school during an outbreak.
